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Zero Tolerance Policy

Players, Coaches and Parents

Any dissent toward the decisions of an umpire will not be tolerated.  Coaches will be responsible for the behavior of the dugouts.  No warnings need to be issued by the umpire for application of the dissent standard.

In the event of dissent, the umpire shall have the following options:

( To stop play until the administration of the sanction is complete.

( To request the assistance of the on duty officers for any purpose.

( To request a coach, player or spectator(s) to leave the field.

( To request all spectators to leave the field except for one adult team representative.

( Abandon the game.

Sanctions for dissent are not appealable and shall be as follows:

1. In the event of a send off, a player, coach and offending spectator(s) shall receive:

Initial Offense:
A one game suspension. (the next game)

Second Offense:
A three game suspension (next three consecutive games)

Third Offense:
Suspension from the league.

2. In the event the dugouts are cleared or the game is abandoned, the coach, offending players and parents shall receive:

Initial Offense:
A three game suspension (next three consecutive games)

If a coach, player, or spectator(s) has received a previous sanction, they shall be suspended from the league.
